Treasurer's report:  The report was printed out for us.  The credits included Ads for $290, Dues - $120, Donation - $20, additional Ad sales of $48 and a donation of $300.  There was also another deposit for Ad sales of $408.  The expenses were for workshops and utilities.  The workshop expenses went to Heather Davis for $100, Shelley Horton for $99.71 and John Coday $26.57.  Utilities were for ONG - $73.20, LG PWA - $66.66, and PSO.  The beginning balance was $5,134.10 and the ending balance was $5,896.91.   Jennifer motioned to accept the report as given.  Pam seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Passed.

 

Newsletter:  A new ad was taken out.  There was discussion about the Archery Tournament and that Brad Cowan had called about having an article written about it.  

 

Love is contest update:  Entries are up and to be voted for.  The winners will be announced on  Thursday.  There will be a 1st and 2nd place award as well as People's Choice in the two categories of word and visual art.  Other discussion was that people are pleased with things like this being done in our town as well as there being requests for there to be a Children's category for the contests.  Facebook has done well with the advertising of the events that we have had. 

 

Other discussions: Shaun and Ray will have their exhibit up starting next month.  Founder's Day will follow that.  We will have a Locust Grove History exhibit in the Wilma Cowan building with the art show taking place in the VFW building.

 

Other things to think about was to possibly have a kid's craft thing so that there would be booths for kids to go to take part in doing crafts.  Roxann is to head up the idea.  We need to get the VFW building for Founder's Day and possibly the Community building if we are going to do the kid's crafting event. 

 

The reception for Betty and Marea went well. 

 

Mike and Virginia Bayless are going to fix the benches on the North Side of the street before November.  When it is possible that the Oklahoma Today may make a visit to discuss the stretch of businesses owned by women. 

 

Painting with Pam:  The event is March 23rd.  The expenses amount approved were for no more than $200.  Pain and canvases are needed but should not go over that amount. Planning is for 40 people in the workshop.  Discussion about the possibility of having 2 workshops and/or having a special kids workshop was left with the notion that it could happen but not on the calendar at this point. 

 

Something to think about:  Just a thought at this point but we could possibly do a one weekend a month  event in the style of a Farmer's Market or Trader's Day event.  It was discussed that the 3rd Saturday of the month would be better than the 1st or 2nd because of Pryor and Salina hold similar events on those weekends.  A location was not decided but places to be checked into would be the corner by the Doctor's office and possibly the sale barn.  We would need someone to be in charge of the ongoing events to happen seasonally between possibly April and August. 

 

Pryor Arts and Humanities Newsletter announced that there is a Family Bible exhibit at the County Court House.  Marea took a Bible over there that is not her family but is in hopes that maybe the rightful family could be found.  It is about 150 years old.  She had information about another possible Family Bible that was over 200 years old that could be displayed as well.  An event that could be checked out within the county for those interested.
