Art Sale:  Raised $2400 for the VFW renovation.  Lights have been installed already.  More funds are needed to complete the renovation.  Things are okay at the moment but all funds have been used.

 

Community events , i.e. Activities at Wonder City: Supplies have been purchased by Shaun and Kelly.

 

Water/Ways: Ray will make a sign to put at the intersection.  Kelly has banners for main street on order. Tammy Bell has said that she might help.  Matt is has the mural for the VFW inside wall started by putting plywood on the wall and getting the base coat of paint on it. Also the ship that Matt is constructing is going to be 9 feet tall by 23 feet long going to consist of chain link fencing and plastic water bottles.  He is waiting on the funds to purchase the materials to get started. 

 

The exhibit will be open 6 days a week, Monday through Saturday, from 10 AM to 5 PM.  It will run from October 21st through December 7th.   Sandy is going to try to get the green country area schools involved by bringing classes to view the exhibit as well as finding other ways to promote and get others involved with the exhibit.  It was discussed to promote ourselves in the Industrial Park as well as the surrounding colleges and art programs.   Need to let the college programs know about the art contest with the water bottles to see if they would wish to promote it to the students.   There will be a training session for the workers and volunteers. 

 

Other fundraiser options were discussed for the event.  A pie auction, a golf tournament, and a donation box placed at the exhibit were current thoughts as well as a possible Home Depo matching funds grant for a handicapped restroom.  

 

Workers to get the physical work done to the building would be appreciated.  Adele, Kelly and Matt are working on the walls.  Other work also being done.
